The solos, duets and trios unfold in unexpected ways and are never rigidly defined. A solo is often observed from the shadows by another dancer. Duets become trios then duets again. Gender combinations are many, various and ecumenical.

In Allemande, Josh Beamish, founder and artistic director of six-year-old MOVE: The Company, gathers excerpts from three Bach solo cello suites to animate a finely honed dance for three men and three women that bristles with movement invention, musical insight and subtle observations about human manners, decorum and the passions that lie beneath them.
